Science is about unravelling nature, and creating a foundation for technology to
make life better for humankind. The higher the quality of university education is in a
country, the more prosperous and competitive the people. As countries move up the
ladder of development, the contributions of hi-tech manufacturing and high value-
added services to the GDP become higher and higher. Consequently, today, the
comparative advantage of a country is increasingly determined by how well it uses
knowledge and innovation. Success in leveraging knowledge and innovation is only
possible with a sound infrastructure of higher education.
